All applications must be submitted to your local association for review and verification.  The local association then submits the application to LCA for consideration.  Nominations for scholarships must be received by the President of LCA or it’s administrative headquarters at P.O. Box 14806, Baton Rouge, LA 70898.  Each local association may submit three nominations.  Nominations must contain the social security number, home address and phone number of the nominee.

CRITERIA FOR SELECTION OF NOMINEES

1. Scholarship will only be available to a child or grandchild of a LCA member in good standing.

2. Nominees must be proposed by a member of LCA who has attended at least 50% of his/her local meetings from June 1st through May 31st.  The local association must provide written verification with the application that the member has attended at least 50% of the scheduled meetings.

3. The nominees shall have completed at least one full year of college and have maintained a grade point average of 3.0 at the time of award or application.  The nominees must be enrolled as a full time student at an accredited institution of higher education. 

4. All applications must be accompanied by a current college and high school transcript.

5. Character, attitude, and desire will all be considered.

6. Recommendations by high school or college teacher, school counselor, or principal are ideal, but not mandatory.  

7. Nominees must submit a 400 word typed essay stating, “Why they believe they should be granted this scholarship? and What leadership responsibilities come along with being a scholarship recipient?” This essay will be reviewed by the executive committee members from the local association to evaluate the qualifications of the nominees.

8. In the event that a relative of a scholarship committee member is nominated, that member must disqualify themselves from participation in any part of the scholarship selection process.

9. The number of scholarships and amount of each shall be determined by the Board of Directors.  The selection of the winner(s) is at the discretion of the Scholarship Committee.

10. The decision of the Board of Directors is final.
